1. Continue to feed your pup IAMS Puppy Food.

2. Soak the IAMS Puppy Food in very hot tap water.  Feed slightly warm.
3. Feed your pup four times daily (early morning, noon, mid afternoon and about eight each evening).
4. Feed him/her all he will eat each time.  If he will eat more that the recommended portion on the bag, feed him more. 
5. Offer dry food as well. But continue to feed him the soaked to assure that he is eating enough.  He will eventually refuse the soaked and eat primarily dry. At that time, he will wean himself off the soaked.

6. Provide plenty of fresh water, especially in the summer.

7. Pet Cal (calcium) and Pet Tabs (vitamins) provide excellent supplemental nutrients.

8. DO make sure that you have your pup vet checked and have routine vet visits.

9. DO make sure your pup has all scheduled inoculations.  His/her next shot is due at eleven weeks of age.

10. DON’T abruptly change the brand of puppy food.  If you choose to change to another brand other than IAMS Puppy, do so gradually, allowing the pup’s digestive system to make a gradual transition to the new food.

11. DO be sure to start Heartworm Preventive and give it faithfully. 

12. Of course, DO get Rabies shots as required by law.

13. DON’T feed your pups table scraps. Table scraps will spoil him/her to human food and will not provide the nourishment that he/she needs.  Your pup will begin to refuse his puppy food and beg for human food instead.
14. DON’T, ever give your pup milk.  Milk will tear up your pup’s stomach and you will have a very squirty puppy for a few days.  What a mess!  And your pup will be terribly uncomfortable as well. He/she may become dehydrated and very ill.

15.  DON’T give your pup chocolate. CHOCOLATE CAN KILL A DOG.  Dogs cannot metabolize chocolate.
16. DO provide teething toys. Dried pig ears (from the pet store or Wal Mart) are excellent for teething.

17. DON’T  let your pup teethe on an old shoe. He cannot tell the difference in your old shoes and your new $150.00 shoes.
18. DO house train your pup, so he will be a pleasure to you and everyone he meets.

19. DO crate train your pup, so he will be a pleasure to you and everyone he meets.

20. DO leash train your pup, so he will be a pleasure to you and everyone he meets.

21. DO teach your pups the basic obedience commands (no jump, sit, down, stay, come).

22. DO train your pup.  It will be very easy for you to train your GSD, but he will be an excellent candidate for obedience class if you prefer.

23. DO provide shade in the summer and good warm shelter in the winter.

24. DO remember, your pup MUST be registered before he turns one year old.
25. DON’T tie your pup with a rope, chain or cable.
26. DON’T leave your pup unattended with a choke chain on him/her.  Your pup could become entangled and choke to death.
27. DO Puppy proof your house.  Remember, PUPPIES WILL EAT ANYTHING.  An object could become stuck in the intestines and your puppy could die before you or your vet realize what is wrong.

28. There are many poisonious house plants and lawn plants. Check the Internet for a list of poisonous plants.
